In 2006 Larry was privileged to win the Country Gospel Music Association’s New Male 
Vocalist of the Year, and Producer of the Year.  In 2007 Larry received the pretigious SCMA 
Gospel Album of the Year “The Gate Is Open”.  Larry and his Band Timberline have received 7 
nominations for the 2010 Saskatchewan Country Music Association Awards this April in Regina.

Larry has produced and released 2 full CD’s “The Gate is Open” and “True Blue” and 4 
single recordings one of which promotes Prairie Women on Snowmobiles, “This Pink Ribbon”, 
and “Footprints in the Moss”- The Ballad of the Montreal Lake Trail.  Presently in Production is 
Larry’s next major release “Northern Range” with release scheduled for early 2010. 

In 2009 Larry,  performed over 50 shows either solo, in a duet, or with Timberline.  He is 
sought after in Cowboy Poetry Circles from Stavely, Maple Creek, Wetaskawin, Innisfail, Pincher 
Creekm to Taber Alberta.  Weekends Larry and his Band will be found performing at Jamborees, 
and fundraisers for local communities, Country Music or Cowboy gatherings, and as a regular 
entertainer at the Northern Lights Casino in Prince Albert.
